Sheikh Shaban Mubaje is Grand Mufti of Uganda and 
was instrumental in the founding of Religions for Peace’s 
Interreligious Council of Uganda.

Mubaje was born in Bungokho in Mbale district. He 
became familiar with Islamic affairs early in his life, 
thanks to the years spent in a Madras Islamic Primary 
School in Natete Kayunga district and Namatembe Islamic 
Institute in Namutumba. Mubaje later joined Bugembe 
Islamic Institute in Jinja, where he completed senior six 
in 1976 in Islamic studies. In 1977, he went to Riyad in 
Saudi Arabia for a bachelor’s degree in Sharia (Islamic 
law). In 1981, he became the Imam of Madinah Mosque, 
Mbale and founded Mahdi Noor Islamic Institute.

Months later, he became the Mbale District Khadi, while 
pursuing a post-graduate diploma in philosophy at Mbale 
Islamic University. Mubaje later enrolled at Makerere 
University for a master’s degree in religious studies. After 

graduation, he returned to Mbale University as a lecturer 
in religious studies.

In 2000, Dr. William Vendley and Sheikh Shaban Mubaje 
met and formed the Interreligious Council of Uganda-RfP. 
Sheikh Shaban Mubaje used the platform of Religions for 
Peace International to begin to speak out and address rebel 
groups in Uganda by preaching the message of love and 
coming together despite different religious beliefs. In the 
same year, he was unanimously elected Grand Mufti, of 
Uganda.

Since the Inter-Religious Council of Uganda was formed, 
Sheikh Shaban Mubaje has continued his relentless work 
with Religions for Peace. In 2001, he helped form the 
Religions for Peace-African Council of Religious Leaders, 
where he has facilitated the involvement of Muslim 
communities in Pan-African development initiatives. He 
continues to hold the position of Co-Chair of the Council.

In 2015, he became a member of the Supreme Council of 
Muslim Leaders, a global assembly of Muslim scholars.

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Message From Martyrdom to Legacy: 
The Unbroken Spirit of Shuhada’e

The Rwizi River flows through 
our collective memory as 
both witness and testament. 
In 1979, as Uganda navigated 
profound political change, 
Muslim communities in Sheema 
District endured trials that 
would etch themselves into our 
shared consciousness. Sixty-
seven innocent lives were lost, 
guardians of faith, protectors of 
family, bearers of dignity. Their 
final rest in the Rwizi’s currents 
transformed these waters into 
a sacred chronicle of sacrifice. 
When survivors later founded 
Shuhada’e Islamic Secondary 
School in 1992, its very name - 
“Martyrs” - became a declaration 
that education would be our living 
memorial. I recall those early 
days when students gathered 
under trees with shared Qur’ans, 
their uniforms patched but 
pride unwavering, as teachers 
wrote lessons on chalkboards 
proclaiming “Your pen is your 
sword.” This was more than a 
school, it was a sanctuary where 
laughter on the playing fields 
slowly healed silent wounds, 
and where children of victims 
and neighbors sat side by side, 
embodying the Qur’anic values 
of mercy and moral courage that 
would define our character.

Over three decades, Shuhada’e 
evolved from makeshift 
classrooms to a beacon of 
academic excellence. The 

perseverance of pioneers like 
Hajjat Aisha Nalwoga (Class 
of 95), who walked twelve 
kilometers daily to attend, laid 
foundations for triumphs that 
would follow. By early 2000s, 
our first national examination 
distinctions silenced skeptics 
who doubted a “mosque school” 
could excel. Today, that legacy 
continues in laboratories where 
students probe scientific frontiers 
and libraries stocked with 
volumes spanning from classical 
tafsir to artificial intelligence. 
This journey from resilience to 
excellence culminated in 2013, 
when 200 alumni gathered to 
formalize their commitment 
through the Shuhada’e Islamic 
Old Students Association 
(SIOSA). What began as a 
fellowship of memory has grown 
into a thousand-strong force, 
united by a covenant: to honor the 
fallen by lifting the living.

The spirit of this covenant came 
alive during our revitalized 
Ramadhan Convention this 
past March 2025. As dusk 
softened the skies on the 22nd, 
150 alumni joined students 
along the Rwizi’s banks where 
history’s echoes mingle with 
hope’s whispers for an Iftar of 
shared blessings and mentorship. 
The following afternoon, the 
football pitch became a tapestry 
of intergenerational joy as 
seasoned alumni traded playful 

challenges with spirited scholars, 
their camaraderie a testament to 
enduring bonds.

Yet our work extends beyond 
these cherished gatherings. The 
Rwizi’s current struggle, its 
waters clouded by erosion, its 
banks weakened by deforestation, 
mirrors broader societal 
challenges that demand our 
collective response. 

To every alumnus reading these 
words, know this: The child 
who scores 90% in Biology and 
dedicates it to a 1979 martyr, the 
young programmer using SIOSA’s 
network to launch a tech hub, the 
teacher who transforms trauma 
into triumph, they are your legacy. 
When you sponsor a scholarship, 
mentor a future leader, or plant a 
tree along the Rwizi, you inscribe 
new verses in our ongoing story. 
The river remembers the past 
not to dwell in shadows, but 
to illuminate paths forward. 
Join us in ensuring Shuhada’e 
remains a wellspring of hope, 
where laboratories rise where 
anguish once festered, and where 
the currents of progress flow as 
steadily as the Rwizi’s timeless 
waters. The river remembers. So 
must we.
